
“It was great to do a camp right 
there on the main campus,” Lead 
Instructor Rob Strano said.  “We 
had all the important Gallaudet 
staff checking out the event and 
watching how much fun the kids 
were having and how good they 
were hitting the ball.” 

The 2007 camp will be in the fall 
again and include both MSSD and 
Kendall students.  The Eastern Deaf 
Golf Camp will follow the Colorado 
camps on the schedule and be in 
early October. 

The United States Deaf Golf Camps continue their impressive growth.  With over 1000 kids ex-
pected to attend the camps in 2007, it is shaping up to be another awesome year.  And adding 
to that excitement is the addition of the Buckeye Deaf Golf Camp at the Memorial Tournament 
in Columbus, Ohio.  This camp, for the students at the Ohio School for the Deaf, will be held at 
Muirfield Village Country Club May 30th.  Across the street at the Jack Nicklaus designed “Golf 
Club,” the best players in the world will be trying to win the Nicklaus’ Memorial Tournament.  
The camp will bring four PGA Tour players over to do a private clinic for the students.  That ses-
sion will be followed by a golf camp, lunch, and then two hours watching the PGA Tour players 
practice and prepare for the tournament.   

A similar event will happen for the second year at the LPGA 
Championship on the ladies professional tour.  Last year, 
LPGA pro’s Kris Tschetter, Katie Futcher, Catherine Cartwright 
and Katherine Hull attended a private clinic for the girls from the 
Maryland School for the Deaf.  When that ended the girls had a 
90 minute instructional camp, then headed to Bulle Rock Golf 
Club to watch the ladies prac- tice and prepare for the first ma-
jor championship of the year. Rain interrupted that event be-
fore the girls had a chance to meet with Paula Creamer and 
Lorena Ochoa.  In early June the players will return to Balti-
more and so will the camp.  Under negotiation is a camp 
with the Nationwide Tour play- ers at the Rochester stop on the 
tournament trail.  That event will be in August and follow the 
same schedule as the other two events.   

Most of the pro golfers are from the Tour Fellowship Program.  
Every Tuesday during tourna- ment week they meet in the 
evening for a time to relax, get away from the pressure of com-
petition, and study the bible.   
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October 2006 saw the students of 
MSSD Gallaudet join the national 
camps schedule.  Over two days 
the new golfers worked on their 
swings right on the Kendall Green 
of the University.  Joining the MSSD  
students were one group each day 
from Kendall Elementary School.  
Darrin Breechen of MSSD was the 
key planner that brought the 
United States Deaf Golf Camps to 
the nations capitol.    

The camp began with the students 
learning the fundamentals and 
moving to full swing practice.  After 
working through all the swing sta-
tions each new golfer took part in a 
long drive competition.
